FLAG HONORS FOR ANNUAL MEDAL OF HONOR AND PEACE OFFICERS
MEMORIAL CEREMONY AND U.S. ARMY CAPTAIN AARON R. BLANCHARD

WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter 1.14 of the Sunnyside Municipal Code (SMC), the City Council
has charged the Mayor with the authority to direct the lowering of the flag of the United States
as a sign of respect; and,

WHEREAS, on May 1, 2013, | was informed by the Governor that he has directed the flags at
all Washington State agencies be lowered to half-staff in recognition of the Annual Medal of
Honor and Peace Officers Memorial Ceremony and in memory of U.S. Army Captain Aaron R.
Blanchard of Selah, who died on April 23, 2013 in Afghanistan of injuries sustained from
indirect fire.

NOW THEREFORE, I, James A. Restucci, Mayor of the City of Sunnyside, Washington, by
virtue of the authority vested in me by the laws of the State of Washington and on behalf of the
City Council do hereby order and direct:

The City Manager or his designee to lower the flag of the United States at all city facilities as
defined by SMC 1.14.030 effective Friday, May 3, 2013 and that the flag remain at half-staff
until the morning of Monday, May 6, 2013.
