A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE

TO THE FEDERAL AVIATION ADMINISTRATION (FAA) TO FUND
THE SUNNYSIDE MUNICIPAL AIRPORT MASTER PLAN

WHEREAS, the City of Sunnyside operates and maintains the Sunnyside
Municipal Airport; and

WHEREAS, on December 29, 2020, the FAA directed the City to update and
expand on its 2008 Airport Layout Plan to prepare a Sunnyside Municipal Airport Master
Plan (Master Plan). City staff and the FAA will use the Master Plan to identify and
determine future capital improvements that coincide with growth and development of the
airport as well as eligibility for federal project approvals and entitlements; and

WHEREAS, the estimated cost to conduct this scope of work is approximately
$600,000.00, with a 10% city match of $60,000.00, and the City must submit an
application for grant funding with the FAA to pay for the Master Plan work; and

WHEREAS, the current FAA grant funding deadline is April 5, 2021; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds and determines that authorizing the City
Manager to submit an application for grant funding from the FAA to prepare the Master
Plan is in the best interest of the residents of the City of Sunnyside and will promote the
general health, safety and welfare;

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF
THE CITY OF SUNNYSIDE, WASHINGTON, as follows:

SECTION 1. That the City Council o.f the City of Sunnyside hereby

authorizes the City Manager to submit an application for grant funding
from the FAA to update and prepare the Sunnyside Municipal Airport




Master Plan in the amount of $600,000.00, grant application attached
hereto as Exhibits “A", and act on behalf of the City of Sunnyside and to
take all actions reasonable and necessary to administer these funds with
full contractual authority.

SECTION 2. This Resolution shall be effective upon passage, approval
and signatures hereon in accordance with law.
