(ii) To cause physical damage to the property of a person other than the actor; 
(iii) To subject the person threatened or any other person to physical confinement or restraint; 
(iv) Maliciously to do any other act which is intended to substantially harm the person threatened or another with respect 

to his or her physical or mental health or safety. 
 
Making false reports to Public Officers: (1) A person commits the crime of making a false report if he/she willfully makes an 
untrue misleading or exaggerated statement in any report to a police or fire department. (2) Making a false report is a 
misdemeanor.
